
Old Shoreham Heritage Festival Art Exhibition 6 to 15 September 2024
Information sheet for schools, after school and holiday clubs and young people taking part.
We are pleased that you are able to make time to support the art exhibition at St Nicolas Church. We hope this information will help your students prepare their contributions. Students can produce an individual piece of work, or a larger group piece. The invitation leaflet has a map of Old Shoreham with a number of ‘inspiration points ‘ marked and listed by number. Please encourage students to use one or more of these as a basis for their work. 
Notes for children and young people
Make a piece of art in any media, such as painting, drawing, print, collage, sculpture or mixed media. Your art must have some link to Old Shoreham and the theme of Routes, Networks, and Connections.
Your work can be any size from a small postcard up to an A4 size. If you are  working as a group, it can be bigger, but suggest no larger than A1 size. 
Include your name,  age, school and a sentence about your artwork . For example, ‘I have painted the colours in the flint wall of Adur Lodge in The Street ‘ or ‘I went into St Nicolas Churchyard and drew the grave of the Russian Princess Bariatinsky. She was a famous actress who died in 1921’.
Notes about collecting student’s artwork 
We can collect artwork from you before the final deadline for submissions which is Friday August 16, but we will need contact details of who to collect from, and where. We can also collect work before the end of the school term, so let us know. Ideally it would be good to have one person from each school with whom we can liaise. 
Opening times
The exhibition will go up on Thursday 5 September and will be open to visitors during the Heritage Festival 6 -15 September. We are planning a special opening event for artists and their families on Friday 6 September. During the Festival, there will be various workshops and activities which children may like to join.
